 Jerry and Eliza Mason.
  
 3. Where was C. H. Mason born?
 Bartlett Tennessee on the Pryor Farm.
  
 4. At what age did C. H. Mason receive his conversion?
 12 years old.
  
 5. What happened to C. H. Mason in 1880 at the age of 14?
 He fell victim to a deathly spell of sickness which seemed to be the end of his life.
  
 6. What happened on the 1st Sunday of September 1880 to Mason?
 He was miraculously lifted from his sick bed. His physical strength was returned to him and he told what the Lord had done for him.
  
 7. Who baptized Mason and where?
 His brother, Reverend I.S. Nelson, Pastor of Mt. Olive Missionary Baptist Church near Plumersville, Arkansas.
  
 8. Who invited Elder C. H. Mason to conduct a revival in Natchez, Mississippi in 1896?
 Elder C. P. Jones.
  
 9. What happened to Charles Pleas Jr. during the revival Eld. Mason conducted?
 He was the only convert and later became the State Overseer and Bishop of the state of Kansas.
  
 10. What happened to Elder Mason when he returned to Lexington Mississippi in 1897?
 He found all the doors of the churches closed against him and those who believed and supported the doctrine of sanctification.
  
 11. After all the churches closed their doors to Mason, where did he preach?
 On the south entrance of the courthouse. 
  
 12. Who first opened his home for Mason to hold services?
 Bro. John Lee
  
 13. Who was Mr. Watson?
 The plantation owner who consented for Mason to conduct services in his old abandoned gin house.
  
 14. What is significant about the old gin house?
 The meeting in the gin house opened the first Church of God in Christ.
  
 15. What men assisted Mason in the gin house?
 Elder C. P. Jones and Elder W. S. Pleasant.
  
 16. What is significant about Jennie Watson?
 During the meetings at the gin house, she was delivered from a terrible and hopeless affliction. She later became the first State Supervisor of Women in Mississippi.
  
 17. What severe persecution arose?
 Unsaved people began to shoot into the services and wounded some of the Saints while they were shouting and praying.
  
 18. When did Mason build the first large church?
 In 1906 for $6,000.00 which was most accommodating.
  
 19. What prompted Mason to go to Los Angeles?
 There was a report of the outpouring of the Holy Ghost in LA, and Bro. C. P. Jones eyes
 realized that they did not have the Baptism of the Holy Ghost according to Matt: 10:8.
  
 20. What happened to Mason in March 1907?
 He received the Holy Ghost.
  
 21. Who was the preacher that led Mason to receive the Holy Ghost?
 Elder Seymour.
  
 22. How has our church grown under Bishop Mason’s spiritual and apostolic direction?
 From ten churches to the largest Pentecostal group in America.
  
 23. What did Bishop Mason do during his declining years?
 He appointed a seven man special commission to assist him with resolving grave
 grievances and business affairs.
  
 24. The Special Commission became known as?
 The Executive Commission.
  
  
 25. The executive Commission consisted of?
 Bishop A. B. McEwen, Bishop J. O. Patterson Sr., Bishops U. E. Miller, S. M. Crouch and O.T. Jones Sr.
  
 26. When did Bishop Mason die?
 On November 17, 1961 at age 95.
  
 27. Who became the Senior Bishop at the demise of Bishop Mason?
 Bishop O. T. Jones Sr., because of his seniority.
  
 28. Where was Bishop O. T. Jones born?
 In Fort Smith, Arkansas, March 26, 1891.
  
 29. What did Bishop Jones accomplish in 1916?
 Authored and edited the YPWW Topics.
  
 30. What did O. T. Jones do in 1928?
 He founded the International Youth Congress of the Church of God in Christ.
  
 31. What did O. T. Jones accomplish in 1941?
 He organized the Youth Department of the Church of God in Christ and became its appointed President.

 As to the authority and power of the Senior Bishop and the Executive Board.

 Bishop J. O. Patterson Sr. was elected Presiding Bishop; Bishop J. S. Bailey was elected First Assistant Presiding Bishop, and Bishop S. M. Crouch as Second Assistant Presiding Bishop.
